born remained unknown
for a long time. It came to
light only a few years
back, thanks to her son
Andre.

The comparison, between
the various time details
we have so far had of the
Mother’s birth and those
available of Sri
Aurobindo’s, has proved
a very fascinating one. Sri
Aurobindo was born in
1872, the Mother in 1878. .

The numerical difference

is 6. His month of birth is the eighth in the
year, August; hers is February, the second
month. The same difference of 6 is there
again. His birthday fall on the 15th, here on
the 21st. Once more the number 6 is at play.
The question arose: would the same num-
ber appear where the birth-hour was con-
cerned? We have been told that the time was
5 a.m. for Sri Aurobindo. The conjecture
could be made that for the Mother it might
be _or should be - 6 hours before or after:
that is, either 11 p.m. or 11 a.m. The infor-
mation from France is that there is no record
of the exact moment for the Mother but that
is was approximately 11 a.m.!

A curious fact relevant to this news is a state-

ment by Sri Aurobindo on
himself in an article en-
titled “About Astrology”:
“In my own case accu-
racy was hampered by the
inability to fix the precise
moment of my birth.” So
his birth-hour too was ap-
proximately 5 a.m. The
fourfold occurrence of 6
in a perfect way is amaz-
ing. What could be the
occult significance of this
rare numerological con-
| sistency? The Mother has
said in one place that the
number 6 symbolizes
“Creation”; in another she has made it stand
for “New Creation”. It is indeed true that
between them Sri Aurobindo and the Mother
carried on a lifetime’s creative work of giv-
ing birth to a new would embodying the
descent and manifestation of the hitherto-
hidden Supermind upon earth. The sense of
this work seems to have been driven home
to us by a remarkable phenomenon of nu-
merology.

CHINA AND THE KARMA FACTORY

“Have Karma. So no problem” said the Chinese businessman with rudraksha beads on his
wrist, flipping open his Apple Mac Book to show this correspondent photographs of his
product : the Bhagavada Gita in Chinese. Five thousand copies have sold since last year, for
58 yuan (about Rs-400) per copy. So thirty-something entrepreneurs like Li Jian alias
Lohitaksa in Sanskrit, have an expanding Bharat-China yoga out sourcing business on hand.
“Many Chinese are now rich, but un happy. They want religion” said Lohitaksa at Starbucts.

“The Chinese believe in one life, so they are stressed out trying to achieve everything,
he said. “I teach them karma and Vedic culture.”

When Lohitksa was Jain Lin in 1992, he bought a Chinese Bhagavada Gita Hong Kong.
“My Spiritual questions became clear.” He said. “I believed Lord Krishna’s teachings and
turned vegetarian.” His mother, upset over his vegetarianism, made him cook his meals.
Today she shuns meat too. He started learning yoga from shows on China Central Television
over a decade ago, until a meeting in Xian with a Indian “guruji” from the International
Society of Krishna Consciousness trransformed his life.

He’s planning a July opening for a yoga institute in Beijing with course on the
Bhagavada Gita and Management.

The Mother reached Pondicherry on April 24,
1920. She was forty-two. She was pursuing an
intense Yoga and the Sadhana was going on in [
the mental and vital planes.
